SENEGAL GHARGES
AIRSPAGE VIDIATED
BY PORTUGUESE

T HE United Nations: Secu-
rity Council last week heard
Senegal charge — and Portu-
gal deny — that Portugeuse
military forces had repeatedly
violated Senegal’'s territory
and airspace and that it had
attacked frontier villages.

Mr. Ousmane Soce Diop of
Senegal detailed 17 incidents
which he said had taken place
since the Council’s adoption,
two years ago, of a resolution
asking Portugal to do what-
ever necessary to prevent vio-
lation of Senegal‘s sovereignty.
They took place, he said,
despite Portugal’s declared
intention scrupulously to res-
pect the country’s sovereignty.

Mr. Diop asked the Council
to condemn the violations and
get Portugal to abide by its
promise.

Mr. Bonifacio de Miranda of
Portugal rejected the Sene-
galese allegations as com-
pletely baseles and unwarrant-
ed but that in order to show
its good faith, he said, his
Government would be willing
to have a tiaree-inan commit-
tee investigate the charges.
Such a committee, he said,
should be made up of one
member appointed by Senegal,
one by Portugal and the third,
the Chairman, nominated eith-
er by the U.N. Secretary-Ge-
neral or the Council President
in consultation with the two
countries. {

The departure this week of Mr.
Kanakaratne, Legal Advisor to
the United Nations Force Com-
mander in Cyprus, has been the
highlight of social activity during
the past days — it seems that
all his colleagues and friends
were trying to out-bid each other
to organize luncheons, dinners,
etc., to show how much they
regret his going back to Head-
quarters and another assignment
with the U.N.

His popularity and important
role within UNFICYP is well
justified, as Mr. Kanakaratne
was the “oldest” senior UN-
FICYP official — he came to
Cyprus in March 1964 — and
has proved his value by quietly
ironing out a number of legal
knots that otherwise ‘might
have adversely affected the
functions of the UN operation
in Cyprus. He has also played
an important part in the good
offices provided by UNFICYP
in attempts to try to restore
normal conditions in the fun-
ctipning ©of the Law Courts
and the administration of jus-
tce in the country.

Mr. Kanakaratne, a graduate
of the Royal College of Colombo,
with a B.A.from the University of
Ceylon and an M.A. and LL.B.
from the University of Cambridge,
has been connected with United
Nations activities since 1957
when he was appointed Legal
Adviser to the Permanent Mission
of Ceylon to the United Nations.
Since then and through early
1961, he represented his country
in a number of United Nations
meetings such as the Conference
of The Law and ® The Sea, lll
Emergency Special Session of the
General Assembly, Human Rights
Commission and the Conference
on the Elimination or Reduction
of Future Statelessness.

In March 1961, he joined the
United Nations and was assigned

to say farewell, but ““until our

Legal Adviser to the Secretary-
General’s Special Representative
in the Congo where he remained
until 1962. From the Congo, he
went to Gaza where he served as
Legal and Political Adviser to the
Commander of the United
Nations Emergency Force. While
serving there, he was appointed
by the Secretary-General to form
part of the 1963 U.N.’s Fact-
Finding Mission sent to Malaysia.
And, as mentioned before, in
March 1964 he took over his
post of Legal Adviser to the
Commander of UNFICYP.

Adviser of the International
Atomic Energy Agency, arrived
last week to take over the re-
sponsibilities of Mr. Kanakaratne.

Dr. Gorgé, who holds a doctorate
from the University of Bern (he

graduated, magna cum laude),
has been participating in inter-
national  organization matters

since 1947 when he began work-
ing with the International Com-
mittee of the Red Cross in
Geneva. )
In 1948, he joined the Inter-
national Refugee Organization as
Legal Adviser and later served as
Deputy General Counsel. He re-
mained with the IRO until 1952
when he became Acting General
Counsel for the Intergovernmental
Committee for European Migration
with Headquarters in Geneva.
The following year, 1953, he was
appointed Senior Legal Adviser in
the United Nations Korean Re-
construction Agency in New York.
In 1956, he was transferred to
Jerusalem where he served as
Senior' Legal Adviser with the
United Nations Truce Supervision
Organization. In 1958, he was
assigned Senior Legal and Political
Adviser to the Commander of the
United Nations Force in Gaza.

position as flexible, Mr. Quaison
—Sackey said the U.S.S.R. also
had expressed willingness to con-
tribute substantially to wiping out
the current U.N. debt provided
the question of the loss of vote in
the General Assembly was not
raised in connection with past
peace-keeping costs.

financing.

The Special Committee on
Peace-Keeping Operations has
been meeting at United Nations
Headquarters. On 6 May, Mr.
Quaison—~Sackey informed the
Committee that he would not
enter into another series of
consultations with Members.

He expressed hope that in the
consultations there would be “a
formulation of ideas bringing
about a community of interests’’
so that at the next series of
meetings the Committee could
discuss “precise agreements of an
interim or permanent nature’’.
