fire to take effect on the morning of today — Wednesday, 22

September;

called for a subsequent withdrawal of all armed per-

sonnel to positions occupied before 5 August; and requested the
U.N. Secretary-General to provide the necessary assistance to ensure
the supervision of both the cease-fire and the withdrawal.

The Council resolution em-
bodying this demand — voted
for on Monday morning by all
members except Jordan, which
abstained — expresses the con-
viction that an early end to
hostilities is an essential first
step towards the peaceful set-
tlement of differences between
India and Pakistan over Kas-
mir “and other related mat-
ters”.

The resolution provides,
however, that as soon as the

THE first group of the advance party of the 42nd Bat-
talion of the Irish Contingent of the United Nations
Force in Cyprus left Nicosia by air on Monday, 20 Septem-
ber, on its return to Dublin after completing six months

in Famagusta and Larnaca,
later at Morphou and final-
ly in Paphos they won
“high praise on all sides for
their friendliness, courtesy
and impartiality.” He added:
“yYou will be hard to replace
and will be greatly missed.”

It calls on the two Go-
vernments to use all peaceful
means in {he meantime to
reach an agreement between
themselves.

The resolution was submit- °
ted by the Netherlands in the
early hours of Monday, 20
September, following lohg
hours of consultation among
members of the Council over
the weekend.

In submitting the resolution,
the Netherlands Ambassador,
Mr. Jan de Beus, stressed it
was the product of the coo-
peration among the non-per-
manent members of the Coun-
cil and had the wunanimous
consent of all the permanent
members. He pointed out that
it used stronger language than
the earlier Council resolutiors
of 4 and 6 September. Where
the earlier ones “appealed”, he
said, this resolution “demand-
ed”. He added, however, that
it neither condemned nor con-
doned either party. And while
neither India nor Pakistan got
what they wanted, he said, the
resolution did offer them peace
for their mations and a pro-
mise of removal of those fac-
tors which had envenomed
their relations.

Before the vote was taken,
Pakistan’s Minister of Law,
Mr. Zafar, urged the Councll
not to adopt the resolution. He

® Sometimes there are mis-
understandings concerning the
Highway Code. If you have
any questions or problems
give me a telephone call or
send a short note and I will
answer them.

® In our programme, the
next lesson is “Driving along
the road”.

As a responsible driver you
must:

Keep well to the left and do
not hug the middle of the
road.

Do not speed and watch the
speed limits.

Use the same gear downhill
as you would use uphill.

Where there is a double
white line along the middle of
the road observe these rules:
a) If the line nearer to you is
continuous do not cross it.

b) If the line nearer to you
is broken, you may cross it,
but only do so if you can com-
plete your overtaking safety.

When entering a curve in
the road use half the speed
of the distance you can see in
metres. For example: You
have a view of 40 metres then
you should drive at about
20 mph.

When you are following a
vehicle leave enough space in
front of you for an overtaking
vehicle to move in if neces-
sary.

UNFICYP is the Australian
Element of the Civilian Po-
lice Force. The forty strong
unit is comprised of police-
men from all six states of
Australia, the Canberra Fe-
deral Territory and the Com-
monwealth Police Force.
With its’ headquarters in the
Troodos mountain village of
Kakopetria, the unit is res-
ponsible for an area appro-

ximately a third of the area

of the Island.

To cover this huge area,
the unit have detachments at
Ktima, where eleven men are
under the command of Su-
perintendent Aston, and at
Polis, where Inspector Bell
has a staff of four. There is
also a three man detachment
at the Police Headquarters
at Wolseley Barracks, Nico-
sia, for liaison duties.

The unit, which arrived on
the island at the end of May
for a twelve month tour, is
under the command of Su-
perintendent Aubrey T. Jack-
son. Superintendent Jackson
is a member of the Common-
wealth Police Force, the
Force which has overall ju-
risdiction in Australia, ex-
ceeding the mnormal state
boundaries, and also main~
tains detachments abroad.
The Superintendent has ser-
ved with eight police forces,
either as a member or at-
tached, including the Forces
« Cocos Island and Christ-

Hattin in 1187. After him the
title of King of Jerusalem was
used by the kings of Cyprus and
the Jerusalem Cross was dis-
played on this island. There is a
fine 14th century example to be
seen on a keystone in the Great
Hall at the Citadel (the so-called
‘Othello Tower’) in Famagusta.

Next week we shall see how
the Lusignan arms were combin-
ed with the Jerusalem Cross and
more charges were added.

NCOs commended

for diligence

WO NCOs of 21 Flight,

Army Air Corps, were re-
cently commended for their
diligence and keen ‘nose’ for
defects whilst carrying out
routine checks of aircraft.

In one instance, Cpl B. Ste-
vens, REME, found that the
tail rotor drive shaft coup-
lings at the centre fuselage
position of a Scout helicopter
were defective, in that the
couplings were moving around
the attachment belts and
giving a shear effect. This
item is not normally checked
in the schedule, so Cpl Stevens
is to be congratulated for
averting damage that couid
have rendered the aircraft un-
serviceable for a considerable
time.

Lepl J.S. Cook, REME, is
also singled out for discover-
ing a defect which was not

necessarily covered by the job
in hand on a Scout helicopter.

Whilst refitting the main
rotor blades after a secondary
gear-box change, he mnoticed
that a screw in the tip of one
of the blades appeared to
be loose. He investigated and
found that the screw would
neither screw in or out. Fur-
ther invesgtigation, afler re-
moval of the blade tip, reve-
aled that the anchor nut was
adrift. The aircraft may have
flown fin this condition, and
consequent displacement of
the lade balance weights
could have caused serious in-
stability of ‘the main Irotor,
with considerable ‘discomfort!
to the pilot and passengers.

Both NCOs were interview-
ed by the Chief of Staff, Bri-
gadier A.J. Wilson, and
thanked for their diligence and
devotion to duty.

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Assembly faces
100 item agenda

THE XX Session of the United Nations General Assembly
was scheduled to open at United Nations Headquarters
in New York yesterday — Tuesday, 21 September.

Included in the agenda are
such long-standing problems
as those of disarmament as
well as a wide variety of re-
ports and proposals bearing
upon the world organization’s
efforts to hasten economic
and social progress in deve-

Admission of
new states
recommended

THE Security Council on Monday,
20 September, unanimously recom-
mended the admission of two new
Asian States into the United Nations.
One is Singapore, which had joined
the other former British dependencies
of Malaya, Sarawak and Sabah to
form the Malaysian Federation in
September 1963, but which withdrew
from the Federation last month to
become an independent nation.

The other new nation recommend-
ed for admission is Maldive Islands,
a group of atolls with a population
of around 100,000, stuated 400 miles
South West of Ceylon. The Maldives
attained full independence from Brit-
ain last July.

Early action is expected in the
General Assembly on the admission
of the two States along with that
of the new West African nation of
Gambia, whose membership was
endorsed by the Security Council ear-
lier this year. This would bring the
total U.N. membership up to 117.

Hammarskjold’s
death marked

HE fourth  aniversary of the

death of Dag Hammarskjold,
former Secretary-General of the Unit-
:d Nations, and of 15 persons who
were with him on the plane en route
‘0 Ndola, Northern Rhodesia, on 17
ieptember 1961, was marked at
Jnited Nations Headquarters in New
fork on Friday.

U Thant, Secretary-General of
Jnited Nations, placed a wreath in
the Headquarters Public Lobby, out-
side the Meditation Room, where
there are plaques in memory of Mr.
Hammarskjold and his companions
and of others, including Count Folke
Bernadotte of Sweden, United Na-
tions Mediator in Palestine in 1948,
who had fallen in the service of
peace.

Among those present at the cere-
mony were Mr. C.V. Narasimhan,
Under-Secretary for General Assembly

Affairs and Chef de Cabinet; Dr.
Ralph Bunche, Under-Secretary for
Special Political Affairs; Mr. ~Jose
Rolz-Bennett,  Under-Secretary  for

Special Political Affairs; Mr. Philippe
de Seynes, Under-Secretary for Eco-
nomic and Social Affairs; and Sir

lqping lands and the decolo-
nization of peoples not yet
free.

Cyprus, too, is listed for de-
bate in the Assembly for the
first time, while the Security
Council will have to meet by
late December when the man.-
date of the U.N. Peace-keep-
ing Force in Cyprus expires.

Also before the Assembly
again will be the question of
Chinese representation in the
United Nations,

Other problems to be tack-
led are those of putting the
world organization’s finan-
cial affairs in order and pur-
suing studies on authoriza-
tion of future peace-keeping
operations and their finan.

Early action is expected on
the admission of new States
into the United Nations. Ap-
plications are pending from
Gambia, Maldive Islands and
Singapore.

One of the highlights of
the session, due to last until
21 December, will be the vi-
sit of Pope Paul VI, who will
make an appeal for world
peace on 4 October. The Pon-
tiff’s address will be the first
by a head of the Roman
Catholic Church to the Unit-
ed Nations,

A Prime Minister (Mr. Sean
Lemass of Ireland), two De-
puty Prime Ministers, two
Vice-Chairmen of Councils of
Ministers, and 32 Foreign
Ministers of Members States
have so far announced their
intention to attend the twen-
tieth session of the General
Assembly, according to in-
formation available at U.N.
